construction office located on the seeond floor and the Lady Di's Hair
Fashion Beauty Shop. The building is now owned by the Norman Six
Enterprises.

I also failed previously to mention that when Al Temple operated the
service station and garage on Third and Carolina, over a period of eleven
years, he during most of that time was in charge of the maintenance of the
Goddard Bakery truck fleet.

The former Paul Johnston barber shop next to the bank building was
used for a short time as a trucking center after the closing of the barber
shop. Mr. Ezra Miller then moved his barber shop, from Sixth Street, to this
site and operated it for awhile before his retirement. Gary Carlier, who
worked some with Mr. Miller now operates this barber shop. The Chester
Rx Center now occupies the building that for years was the Herche Drug
Store owned by the Comm family. Next up the street on the right was the
Floyd Hissam Tourist Home, in business for many years.

Coming up the street it will be nice to remind you of the different
residences that were torn down to make room for the construction of the
new post office and the Diversified Savings and Loan. That loan company
was ordered closed on January 3, 1974 by Mr. George Jordan, the West
Virginia Banking Commissioner. The Haneock County Federal Savings
and Loan Association now occupies this building.

Those homes destroyed were the former Dr. Pyle; Thomas Timothy;
George Morris; Ray Guiland; Nick Stewart and John Patton residences.
The late John Newell once operated a greenhouse to the rear of the Morris
property near the site of the Morris Bakery in later years. The Plankington
family operated the Pure Food Bakery in the front room of their residence,
now occupied by Mrs. Roy Pugh. This home was next to the Tallman
residence. Mr, Tallman operated the famous Ceramic Theatre in East
Liverpool for many vears,

1 also must mention two former occupants of the Jerry D'Angelo
building. Max Beatty ran a small restaurant there for two years during the
thirties and Eddie McGraw, who later became an orchestra leader quite
popular in the tri-state area, ran a Radio Repair Shop for awhile before the
building became a shoe repair shop. Mr. MeGraw played many times at
Rock Springs Park. An interesting note about this building is that the brick
walls of it was constructed with paving bricks left over from the paving of
Fifth Street by the E. A, Freshwater crew. As mentioned before the
building was constructed by Mr. R. L. Parker. The Huff brothers operated a
furnace company in the Fourth Street building now housing the Chester
Print Shop.

Continuing past Fourth Street, George Durbin once ran a wallpaper
and paint store in the former Harper building, having moved there from a
smaller store he had started on Second Street to the rear of Conklin's Store.
He included some appliances in this new store. This building has a flower
and eraft business in it today. At one time Board's Diner was located in the
building next to the creek. Frank Owen, who in later years worked at the
Wehner Grocery Store, once operated his own store on the site now housing
the American Legion.

A short distance up the street is located the Brammer T.V. Cable
Company, in the building that had housed many restaurants and later the
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local Columbia Gas Office. The late A. G. Floyd started the first candy shop
in the old theatre building, later selling to Bill and Fred Patton. The Patton
Chocolate Shoppe operated for several years and from three different
locations at different times. After Fred went with the West Virginia state
police the shop was run by Bill assisted by his mother.

In the very early years of Chester, Supple Allison operated the Chester
Supply Store in the building now housing the Dale K. Allison Agency and
Frank's Bakery. Many people still recall A. G. Floyd who had either owned
or occupied at least four stores in this block. He came to Chester to make his
living as a baby photographer. His name for everyone was “Hi Neighbor".
Of his business ventures, the most unique was his idea of a Snake Farm
which he located at the Hilltop on Lincoln Highway. Route 30 at that time
was the most traveled route in the United States. This venture ended with
the building catching on fire and most of the snakes escaping. The A.B.
Company Industrial Painting Contracting office is located above Frank's
Pastry Shop. The first barber, was a man named Bunner, and the second
was Felton, to be located in the building now housing the Gary Pugh shop.

The next two business sites, vacant for many years except the short
period it was used as a Hepublican Headquarters, now houses first the
“Nan's Ceramic Shack” and in the next one the "Beverage Shack”. The next
small building, for years the Tridico Shoe Repair, is now the Styling Shack.
Next we have Dr. John Graf, optometrist, located in the left side of the
building housing the Vulgamore-Eckelberry Insurance Ageney. Dr. Graf
moved here from the former Harper building. The following four businesses
were located on Carolina Avenue between Fourth and Fifth street; The
Allison Drug Store 1909, J. K. Mayes Jewelry Store around 1911. In later
years the Dotson Paint Store and Hall's Television Repair.

The Pizza Place owned by David Wright is now located in the former
Dickey Laundromat building which also housed the Carolina Laundromat
for a very short time. The Jennie Fae Dance Studio is now using the area of
the MeDonald building that once housed Dick & Dee's Pizza and the offices
of Dr. Montero. Jim Penn had a wood burning stove business on the Fifth
Street side of the building where at one time the Leona’s Beauty Shop was
located. Before this beauty shop that room was the original barber shop of
Phil Balmenti before he moved to his shop next to the Dr. Ramsey
residence. These buildings, the barber shop and Doctor's office are now part
of the Volino property above Dunn Street on Carolina Avenue.

Don Bailey onee ran the Chester News Depot in the front section of the
building where the MeCutcheon Drug Store had been for many years. A Mr.
Kohart operated a grocery store in the Eppley Building from 1915 to 1919
when he moved into the Werkheiser Building on Plutus Avenue. In 1923 he
sold the business back to Fred Werkheiser. The Frankovitch-Anatakis law
office is now in the Eppley Building on the first floor,

The greatest change in the Fourth to Fifth Street block is yet to come as
it is in the planning stage at present. “Carolina Gardens” a senior citizens
housing project, hopefully, will be erected on the vacant lot where the
Faulk's Feed Mill formerly was located. The projeet is held up because the
lot is not large enough to accommodate parking for the proposed thirty-two
units. The lot is now owned by Dale Rufener, a Wellsville business man.

Crossing Fifth Street on the right, we come to the Kozee Korner Klub
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
